
French Martini - Vodka & a splash of Pineapple juice shaken & served with a Chambord float and lemon twist.

Bellini -  Sparkling Wine & Peach Puree in equal portions. This is actually Italian but you’ll love it.

Kir - Dry white wine & Creme de Cassis with a lemon twist. Named by Felix Kir ( 1876-1968 ), Mayor of Burgundy.

Kir Royale - Sparkling Wine & Creme de Cassis with a lemon twist.

French 75 -  Gin, Sparkling Wine, sugar & lemon juice. Served with an orange slice and a cherry.
Created by American Army Officers during WW1 and named after the  French 75 millimeter guns.

Moulin Rouge Martini -  Vodka, Triple Sec, pomegranate juice, and fresh lemon juice.

French Revolution -  Brandy & Chambord,  shaken and topped with Sparkling Wine. Some had more fun than
others during the Revolution!

French Kiss Martini - Vanilla vodka, Key West lime juice, and a dash of cream.

Bistro Maison Peche -  Light Rum, Peach Schnapps and a splash of Orange & Cranberry Juices. France owns
islands in the Caribbean where rum is produced. Some rums are actually “products of France”, made in
Martinique & Guadaloupe.
